This pressure washer and accompanying accessories should not be stored at or below 0°C.
Frozen water inside the machine can cause critical damage to pump and other components.

5.1 GENERAL SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS FOR POWER TOOL USE

Warning: Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and
instructions may result in electric shock, fire and/or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains operated (corded) power tool or
battery-operated (cordless) power tool.
1) Work area safety

a) Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

b) Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of
flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or
fumes.

Never use the appliance if the electrical cable or important parts of the
appliance are damaged, e.g. safety devices, high pressure hose, gun, etc.

This appliance has been designed for use with a neutral shampoo based on
biodegradeable anionic surface active detergents. The use of other detergents
or chemicals may put the appliance’s safety at risk.

Never use the appliance with people in the vicinity, unless they are wearing
protective clothing.

Do not direct the nozzle toward mechanical parts containing lubricant grease,
as the grease will dissolve and spread over the surrounding ground. Vehicle
tyres/tyre valves may only be cleaned from a minimum distance of 30cm,
otherwise the vehicle tyre/tyre valve could be damaged by the high-pressure jet.
The first indication of this is a discolouration of the tyre. Damaged vehicle
tyres/tyre valves can be deadly dangerous.

High pressure jets may be dangerous if improperly used. Jets must never be
pointed at people, animals, live electrical equipment or the appliance itself.

The hoses, accessories and high pressure couplings are important for the

appliance’s safety. Use only hoses, accessories and couplings recommended (it
is extremely important to protect these components against damage by avoiding
their improper use and protecting them against bending, knocks and scratches).

The gun is fitted with a safety catch. Whenever use of the machine is
interrupted it is important to operate the safety catch to prevent accidental
activation of the jet.

— Never point the jet at yourself or others to clean clothing or footwear.
— Never allow children or untrained people to use the appliance.

— Safety features: gun equipped with safety locking device, appliance

— The safety button on the gun is not there to lock the lever during
operation, but to prevent its accidental operation.

Appliances equipped with Total Stop System: these appliances should not be
left in standby for more than 5 minutes.

Switch the appliance off completely (master switch ON/OFF) whenever it is left
unattended.

5.3 CONNECTION TO THE POWER SUPPLY

This appliance is supplied with a moulded 3 pin mains plug for your safety. The value of the fuse fitted is
marked on the pin face of the plug. Should the fuse need replacing, ensure the substitute is of the
correct rating, approved to BS1362 and ASTA or BS Kite marked.

The fuse cover is removable with a small plain slot screwdriver. Ensure the fuse cover is replaced
before attempting to connect the plug to an electrical outlet. If the cover is missing, a replacement must
be obtained or the plug replaced with a suitable type.

If a replacement plug is to be fitted this must be carried out by a qualified electrician.

The damaged or incomplete plug, when cut from the cable should be disabled to prevent connection to
a live electrical outlet.

This appliance is Class II' and is designed for connection to a power supply matching that detailed on
the rating label and compatible with the plug fitted.

If an extension lead is required, use an approved and compatible lead rated for this appliance. Follow all
the instruction supplied with the extension lead.

6.2 TOTAL STOP DEVICE

This pressure washer is fitted with the TOTAL STOP DEVICE. This will cause the
motor to start and stop when the trigger is activated, unlike standard washers
where the motor would run continuously.

This device reduces the amount of water and electricity used and the amount of

wear and tear on the machines components. Also this helps cut down on the
amount of noise emitted during use.

7. UNPACKING & CHECKING

7.1 PACKAGING

Carefully remove the product from the packaging and examine it for any sign of damage caused
during shipping. Lay the contents out and check them. If any part is damaged or missing, do not
attempt to use the tool and contact the Draper Helpline immediately (see back page for details).

Retain the packaging material at least during the guarantee period: in case the machine needs to
be returned for repair.

Warning! Some of the packaging materials used may be harmful to children, keep them out of
reach from children.

7.2 WHAT'S IN THE BOX?

Patio cleaning brush. Trigger assembly. Adjustable jet nozzle.

Cable tidy. Water inlet connection 90° nozzle.

Trigger. fitting. Turbo nozzle.

Hose reel handle. Lance. Fixed brush.

Side lance mounting Patio cleaning spray. Patio cleaner screws
bracket. Patio cleaning lance. and split pin.

Trigger lock. Cleaning pin.

8.1 FITTING THE LANCE HOLDER - FIG. 1
Attach the side lance holder (i5), locate and slide.

8.2 ASSEMBLING THE CABLE TIDY &
ADDING DETERGENT - FIG. 2

Attach the cable tidy (12). Locate and slide into place.

Remove the detergent filler cap and fill with
suitable detergent.

8.3 ASSEMBLING THE LANCE AND HOSE
-FIGS.3-5

Connect the lance to the trigger assembly by
pushing in the bayonet fitting and turning anti-clockwise
45° to lock in place.

To connect the high pressure hose (3) to the trigger
assembly (i7), push-fit the hose connector into the
inlet on the assembly. Disconnection of the hose is
achieved by pressing the hose release button (16).

8.4 ATTACHING THE WATER SUPPLY -
FIGS. 6-7

To attach the pressure washer to the water supply a
push fit hose connector will be required. Ensure the
connector is correctly, fitted to the hose and that a
‘click’ is heard when attaching to the machine. The inlet
is located on the front of the machine.

The supply must be between 1.5Bar and 6.0Bar and 7
litres/min.

NOTE: Always observe local byelaws and regulations.

9.1 ON/OFF SWITCH - FIG. 8
NOTE: Do not run the motor “DRY, and ensure the
machine is switched “OFF” prior to plugging in.
This pressure washer is designed to be used in the
upright position only.
To operate the pressure washer correctly carry out the
following steps:
» Turn switch off.

Plug in the pressure washer.

Connect and turn on the water supply.

Pull the trigger to bleed the air out of the system.

Whilst the trigger is pulled switch on the pressure
washer.

+ When the air is purged release the trigger.

The machine is now ready for use. Ensure that during
use the jet is not aimed at people, animals, electrical
equipment or the pressure washer.

To achieve the desired spray pattern from the
adjustable jet nozzle (23), turn the nozzle at the end of
gun assembly (Fig.9.).

After use:
+ Switch off and unplug the pressure washer.
+ Switch off the water supply.

» Pull the trigger to release the pressure and drain the
water.

Disconnect the hose connection.

Disassemble the lance, trigger and hose from the
machine.

+ Drain all remaining water and store away safely.

10. ACCESSORIES

10.1 90° NOZZLE - FIG. 10

The 90° nozzle is for effective cleaning of difficult
to reach areas eg. roof gutters or vehicle underbodies.
Be careful that high pressure water can remove paint
and other surface treatments. It can also damage
tarmac and may remove grouting between paving
slabs.

10.2 FIXED BRUSH - FIGS. 11 - 12.

The fixed brush supplied can be used to remove
stubborn dirt on a variety of surfaces.

Be aware that foreign matter can get stuck within the
bristles of the brush and can scratch the surface being
cleaned.

10.3 TURBO NOZZLE - FIG. 13.

The turbo nozzle is ideal for removing ground in
dirt and grime.

The spinning water jet hits the surface dirt from multiple
angles. As a result turbo nozzles can cut cleaning time
in half.

10.4 ASSEMBLING AND ATTACHING
THE PATIO CLEANER - FIGS. 14 - 15

The patio cleaning brush has a rotating arm with two

nozzles to allow quick and effective cleaning of large
flat areas.

Attach the patio cleaning lance to the brush
by pushing the lance into position.

Position the patio cleaning spray and secure
using the split pin and screws supplied (Fig.12).
