5.1 GENERAL SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS
General Power Tools Safety Warnings
WARNING: Read all instructions. Failure to follow all instructions listed below may result in 
electric shock, fire and/or serious injury.
Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.
The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains operated (corded) power tool or 
battery operated (cordless) power tool.
1) Work area safety

a) Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.
b) Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of 

flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust 
or fumes.

c) Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can 
cause you to lose control.

2) Electrical Safety
a) Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not 

use any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and 
matching outlets will reduce risk of electrical shock.

b) Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipes, radiators, 
ranges and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is 
earthed or grounded.

c) Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool 
will increase the risk of electric shock.

d) Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the 
power tool. Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or 
entangled cords increase the risk of electric shock.

e) When operating a power tool outdoors, use an extension cord suitable for outdoor 
use. Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock.

4) Power Tool Use And Care

designed.

b) Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and off. Any power tool 
that cannot be controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

c) Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power 
tool before making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. 
Such preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool 
accidentally.

d) Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons 
unfamiliar with the power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. 
Power tools are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

e) Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage 
of parts and any other condition that may affect the power tools operation.

5.3 CONNECTION TO THE POWER SUPPLY
Make sure the power supply information on the machine’s rating plate are compatible with 
the power supply you intend to connect it to. 
This product comes supplied with a UK standard 3 pin plug fitted.  It is designed for 
connection to a domestic power supply rated at 230V AC.
This appliance is Class II† and is designed for connection to a power supply matching that 
detailed on the rating label and compatible with the plug fitted.
If an extension lead is required, use an approved and compatible lead rated for this 
appliance. Follow all the instruction supplied with the extension lead.
†Double insulated      : This product requires no earth connection as supplementary 
insulation is applied to the basic insulation to protect against electric shock in the event of 
failure of the basic insulation.
Apart from replacing the fuse in the plug, no other electrical work is recommended on this 
drill.

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7.1 PACKAGING
Carefully remove the drill from the packaging and examine it for any sign of damage that 
may have happened during shipping. Lay the contents out and check them against the parts 
shown below.  If any part is damaged or missing; please contact the Draper Help Line (the 
telephone number appears on the Title page) and do not attempt to use the drill.
The packaging material should be retained at least during the guarantee period: in case the 
machine needs to be returned for repair.

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8.  PREPARING THE DRILL

IMPORTANT: Make sure that the mains 
voltage matches the voltage stated on the 
machines rating plate.
NOTE: Remove the plug from the socket 
before carrying out adjustment, servicing or 
maintenance.

8.1 AUXILIARY HANDLE - FIG. 1
WARNING: Use auxiliary handle supplied with 
the tool. Loss of control can cause personal 
injury.

i Ensure the hand grip  is loose (screw 
anti-clockwise to loosen). 

ii Slide it over the drill's chuck  onto the 
collar. 

iii Select the required angle of the handle 
and tighten the handgrip to secure.

9.1 SWITCH OPERATION – FIGS. 2 & 3
TRIGGER
i To activate the drill, press the trigger .
ii To operate the drill for prolonged periods, 

press and hold the trigger .
iii Press the switch lock button  and hold.
iv Release the trigger  and lock button 

.
NOTE: To stop the drill, press the trigger  
once.
NOTE: The speed of the drill will vary 
depending on the amount the trigger is 
pulled.

SPEED REGULATOR:
The amount the trigger can be pulled (and the 
maximum speed of the drill) can be limited.
i Rotate the speed dial  clockwise to 

restrict the drill speed.

DIRECTION OF ROTATION:
This drill is equipped with a reverse function 
to help remove jammed drill bits, etc.
i Move the selector  to the right to 

engage reverse.

MODE SELECTION:
When drilling masonry, selecting the 
percussion mode will improve performance.
i Ensure the chuck is stationary (stopped).
ii Slide to mode selection switch  to the 

percussion setting              .
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9. BASIC HAMMER DRILL OPERATIONS

9.2 IMPROPER USE
The functions and use of these tools are those exclusively indicated in this manual.

9.3 DRILLING WOOD AND PLASTIC 

To prevent wood splitting around the drill holes on the reverse side, place a piece of scrap 
timber under the material to be drilled.

9.4 DRILLING METAL
Metals such as sheet steel, aluminium and brass may be drilled. Mark the point to be drilled 
with a centre punch to help the drill bit tip to locate.

9.5 DUST AND SWARF
A correctly fitted dust mask, suitable for the activity and in accordance to the relevant 
standard must be worn.
Swarf produced by metal drilling is extremely sharp. Take precautions when clearing swarf. 
The burr left on the hole is also sharp and should be removed with a suitable tool. 
Always wear safety goggles.
WARNING: Drill bit will be hot after use.
WARNING: Before drilling check that there are no hidden hazards such as electrical cables, 
water or gas pipes running below the surface - use a metal/voltage detector.
Do not expose the drill to either rain or water.
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10. MAINTENANCE

10.1 MAINTENANCE
NOTE: Remove the plug from the socket before carrying out adjustment, servicing or 
maintenance.
The Hammer Drill does not require any special maintenance. Regularly clean/vacuum the 
ventilation slots. Use only a mild cleaner and a damp cloth to clean the tool.
